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Painter Karl Kueffel shows his works in the exhibition: "Today is Yesterday’s Tomorrow“

Eisenach. In order to fill an old hall with new life, architect and gallery owner Angela Kilian decided on a simple method: She restored the old art nouveau hall located at Philipp-Kuehner-Strasse (owned by Werner Saur) and invited painter Karl Kueffel to show some of his works.

Born January 2, 1963, the 35-year-old artist from Hessia received training as a painter at the Cornberg Monastery and in Rittershain Castle. Seven years ago, he presented his works in Munich for the first time to the public. 


The exhibition in Eisenach was titled by the artist, who moved to our famous city in May, „Today is Yesterday’s Tomorrow.“ Since the opening last Saturday, visitors can view modern paintings in oil and acrylic, a video installation across eight monitors and four works in the so-called „paint graphic“ technique. Diverging from the two-dimensional shape are two vases and a light fixture in the shape of a pyramid. The paintings deal with the theme of fear, Kueffel says. Fear can have many forms – fear of your own self, fear of life, war, the daily routines, and even society.

Kueffel fears the isolation of the individual from society as well as the ever-increasing fixation on oneself. “I want to wake people up and return to a community in the humanistic sense,“ he explains. In his opinion, supporting each other and communicating with each other are the main factors to re-create true community spirit. He adds: “I’m trying to bring people together through my work – but I’m not trying to be political with my art. My goal is simply to evoke the idea of humanism.“
