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From mid November 2004 until February 2005, the German Historical Museum will show works by artist Karl Kueffel in the foyer of the Zeughaus Cinema. The topic: “Society and Film.”
Each of the ten collages depicts one decade of the 20th century. Famous movie scenes from the respective era are overlaid with contemporary press photographs, and vice versa. Theater goers will recognize both German and international classics, such as Golem, Metropolis, Triumph of the Will, The Fire Tongs Punch or The Tin Drum, Traces of Stone and Marianne and Juliane, as well as Jules and Jim, Cleopatra, The Rocky Horror Picture Show, James Bond, The Matrix or The Lion King.


Motifs from history and film are condensed into pictorial memories of the decade. The lush imagery of the collages turns this canvass of pictures into a landscape of the history of film and events, asking to be explored and discovered. The 20th century is created in front of the viewer as a story in continuous pictures.

Karl Kueffel was born in 1963 in Hessia. Since 1991 he has been showing his works in joint or individual exhibitions in Munich, Frankfurt and Berlin. This exhibition will be on display until mid February 2005 during the opening hours of the Zeughaus Cinema, Thursday – Sunday from 5:30 to 9:30 p.m. It will then move to the Film Museum in Frankfurt.
